Be a current resident of Alpine, or a member of a Scout group that meets in Alpine.
Tour the Alpine City Relic Hall.

Learn 3 things about the history of Alpine City.

Write a report on something you learned about Alpine.

Go on a hike with your Scout group or family on a trail in Lambert Park.
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Older Scouts:

1. Attend an Alpine City Council meeting wearing your Scout uniform.

2. Write a letter to the mayor and/or the Alpine City council about an idea to make Alpine
better, or an issue that needs addressing in Alpine City.
Provide 2 hours of volunteer service that benefits the Alpine City community.
Wear your uniform properly' to 12 Scout activities or meetings.
Be a current resident of Alpine, or a member of a Scout group that meets in Alpine.
Tour the Alpine City Relic Hall.
Read the Alpine City history on the Alpine City website on the “About Alpine” page.
Write a report on, how you develop any one of the qualities that scouting promotes to
being in Alpine. If you are under 14 years of age, this should be 300 words. If you are
over 14, it should be 500 words.
9. Go on a hike with your Scout group or family on a trail in Lambert Park.
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Scout Leaders:
1. Provide oversight to a scout in completing all the Alpine patch requirements OR
complete all the requirements for older scout.

" All the proper insignia be placed on uniform, be worn buttoned up and tucked in, be worn with
proper head and neck gear.
